SECTION A
General Conditions of Contract

Conditional tenders are liable 1o be rejected. Final acceptance of the tender rest
entirely with the tendering authority acting on behalf of the TCED who is not bound
to accept the lowest or any other tender. Also, the TCED is not liable to assign any
reason whatsoever for not accepting the*lowest or any tender and the TCED decision
will be final and binding to all bidders. The TCED will not be responsible for any

expenses or losses that may be incurred by the tenderer in the preparation of the
tender.

Suceessful bidder is required to execute an agreement in Kerala stamp paper worth
Rs. 200/~ in the form appended to the Tender specification for the satisfactory
performance of the contract for one year. Security Deposit in the form of crossed
Demand Draft shall also be furnished, for an amount of Rs. 10,000/~ (Rupees Ten
Thousand and five hundred only) each vehicle at the time of execution of the
agreement. In case the bidder desires to adjust the EMD already fumished by him
against Security Deposit, then the bidder need furnish the balance amount only as
Demand Draft.

Earnest Money Deposit of unsuccessful Tenderers will be refunded as per rules after
finalizing the tenders.

No interest will be paid on the Earnest Money or Security Deposit.

Normal contract period will be One year from the date of execution of agreement.
TCED will have the option to extend the contract period for another six months or
one year at the same rate and conditions.

The Supplier shall be bound by the rates quoted by him and agreed upon herein and
shall not ask for any enhancement of the rates for the supply of vehicles during the
period the agreement remains in force.

The supplier should maintain an account of Journeys performed by each vehicle as
per requirements of TCED and submit the same to the controlling Officer, concerned
on the next day. The supplier shall comply with the requisition for vehicle(s) made
by the controlling officer.

The owner of the vehicle/contractor shall maintain all up — 1o — date records as per the
Kerala Motor Vehicles Act pertaining to the Vehicle such as, Vehicle tax, license of
the driver etc. and shall be presented before the TCEDs official for verification as
and when required.

The contractor should bear all expenditure connected with maintenance necessitated
to the vehicle during the period of Contract. TCED will not be held responsible for
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any loss/damage to vehicle, other properties, life or other unforeseen incident that
may occur during the period of hiring of vehicle.

The emoluments of the driver and the cost of fuel etc. shall be borne by the
contractor.

TCED will also be not responsible for any loss of life, or any injury to the driver, or
to any third party caused at the time of performing bonafide trips of TCED during the
period of contract. ’

The supplier will be responsible for loss, damage, or injury to any person, property,
material, equipment or any other article caused due to negligence of his driver, or il
maintenance of the vehicle hired by TCED. -

The supplier shall at all times keep TCED indemnified against all claims, actions,
proceedings, costs, damaged incurred and compensation agreed in consequence of
any breach of all or any of the covenants and warrants herein contained.

TCED shall not in any way be responsible during the course of contract for any
accident, loss, damages etc. which may occur 1o the vehicles so supplied by the
contractor on contract basis.

In case, the successful tenderer discontinue the contract and fails to supply vehicles as
per the agreement within the contract period then at the discretion of TCED vehicles
will be arranged through another tender or by negotiation or with the next higher
tenderer. who had offered to supply the vehicles on contract basis and the loss, if any,
caused as may be fixed by TCED shall be recovered from the defaulting contractor.

TCED reserves the right to terminate any contract after serving seven-day notice in
writing to the contractor without assigning any reason thereof.
